Right based argument for abortion 
In my area which is the Barisal division in Bangladesh, any sort of conversation or information is completely absent from public spaces. It doesn’t mean that there is no abortion case but the sentiment is that talking about abortion is also a sort of crime or something unjustified. Even if any abortion case take place and the information has been leaked, people don’t talk that in public place assuming that it may justify the abortion. If somebody does, the intention is to resist abortion or criminalize the person. The main premise behind abortion in public sentiment is committing murder. Abortion of unmarried person is more severely criminalized though people will never accept babies who born form an extramarital affair. It’s like when someone aborted, she killed the baby who was desired by god. So the person went against the will of God and killed his creation which is the most severe sin in traditional laws. Though there is no particular case of punishment or any mentioning of punishment in general. Putting the right based argument in this situation is very difficult since people have different soci0-cultural upbringing. The right-based argument will be my position but I just want to intervene in the given context. In that particular context, I think it’s very important how they understand the concept of the human being as an individual entity.

I’m not quite clear about the medical condition and growth of the baby inside the womb. The preferable time of abortion and the condition of the pregnancy doesn’t stand for the definition of an entitled human being. We really cannot say it’s the act of killing which is my first point. The second point is that there are some basic human rights that every human being is entitled to be born including Dignity and equal respect. Since the pregnant person has control over the birth of the baby who is still not an individual entity, it justifies aborting if the pregnant person thinks that the upcoming baby won’t be able to have that life where all the rights are ensured. The argument of health condition (physical or mental) of the pregnant person is already there and well accepted. At the same time, the pregnant person must decide what she/he wants to do since it’s her/his body and it’s a very difficult journey to become a mother of a baby. The decision should not be manufactured by any external influences. I think it’s very important when we talk about choice, we should talk about the reasons that can be very different from person to person. Choice cannot take place without reason. For example, when I say I don’t like this, it has some reasons for not liking it. The reason may not be understood or translated which is possible. So this is also important how we put the argument in order to engage in a dialogue with somebody who is not like us.
