Pro-Life Movement: Origin and Myths

         The issue of abortion could without a very remarkable stretch be the most intensely talked about subject of the prior century. There is a discussion over great and real duties to pregnant person and unborn child. Various people took the circumstance of securing the benefits of the unborn and became a pro-life movement. The pro-life movement began during the 1960’s as a human rights development committed to exercises that people found remorseless, for example, corporal and the death penalty. It transformed into 'protecting the unborn' in the mid 1970’s, endeavoring to profit by the force made by the Hippie development fighting the Vietnam War—their contention being that one could not oppose war and have faith in abortion. The groups with anti-choice stand picked the term trying to pass on that they were 'for life' instead of being 'against' anything related to utilisation of the expression in Roe v. Swim, and the expression 'pro-life' developed to be their most regular name.
It is important to note that though pro-life, as a movement, began in 1970’s, but its base argument of perceiving an embryo as a human life with esteem past the pregnant person has been there in the society from centuries. Such an argument is largely derived from religion and customs, as all major religions perceive abortion as an act of murdering or ending a human life. Not only the view is unscientific in nature, but also comes with a whole lot of myths and false notions. Various studies in biology reveal that zygote, embryo, and fetus are stages in the development of human life. Hence, an embryo is not a person and its rights cannot supersede the rights of pregnant person in whose body it is developing. As Mary Warren argues, “Extending rights of fetuses is necessarily to deprive pregnant women (persons) of the rights of personal autonomy, physical integrity, and sometimes life itself.”
With the spread of pro-life movement, a myth has been aired that fetuses experience or feel the pain during abortion. While the truth is that a fetus cannot feel pain until at least the 24th week of pregnancy. It has been agreed by experts from Royal College of Obstetricians and Gynecologists as well as American Congress of Obstetricians and Gynecologists. What we need today is debunk such myths that result in denial of reproductive rights.
Most often, if not always, it is the conditions that set people in a place where abortion is simply the least dangerous alternative accessible. A study led by the Guttmacher Institute, shows that 73 percent of women who had abortion in the United States in 2004 said that they could not afford to have a child. In such a scenario, a pro-life stand is nothing but a pro-birth approach, where individual is forced to give birth to a child that they do not want to. The availability of safe abortion services is very essential to ensure that people can enjoy the personal autonomy and no unsafe practices are used.
