Among many misconceptions, one such is that abortion is illegal in India. There are lots of people who tend to believe that abortion is not legal and they end up seeking unsafe abortion from unqualified practitioner or get it done in home set-up. Not only is it important that we dispel such myths and misinformation, but also an advocacy to spearhead easy access to safe abortion services. 
Preceding 1971, abortion was illegal under Section 312 of the Indian Penal Code, 1860, depicting it as purposefully “causing miscarriage.” The law of abortion in India can be traced back in British enactment of the colonial time. It is the Medical Termination of Pregnancy (MTP) Act of 1971 that legalized abortion in all of India aside from Jammu and Kashmir. It gives the legitimate structure to making abortion accessible in India. End of pregnancy is allowed for an expansive scope of conditions as long as 20 weeks of gestation. However, certain conditions laid down in the Act shall be met in order to avail abortion services in India.
Now if I come across a situation where a person is convinced that abortion is illegal and asks me for help, I most certainly will help in whatever way possible. I would try to clear their misinformation regarding legality of abortion. Moreover, it would be greatly useful, I believe,  if I inform them of safe and legal abortion methods that can be accessed. The myths need to be busted so that safe abortion can be easily accessed. 
With the widespread myths and stigma around abortion, such impression of believing abortion to be illegal, while it is not, is very likely. Due to complexity in legal structure as well as high illiteracy, people are often led into believing that abortion is illegal altogether. We need an active advocacy for safe abortion to tackle and debunk such misinformation.
