
Analyze access to abortion services in your city or state.

Delhi, being the capital of India, has good number of clinics - public as well as private - that provide abortion facilities to not only people from Delhi, but also from the neighboring states. This is not to say that there is no stigma or shame around abortion in Delhi. However, when compared to the remote or rural areas, the services in Delhi are easily available. Abortion services in Delhi, or in any part of the country, are provided under the MTP Act of 1971. "MTP Act has been decentralized in Delhi and Directorate of Family Welfare is engaged in Co-ordination and overall supervision of implementation of the MTP Act at the State level.”
With a closer look at the kind of services available in Delhi, it is found that there is a wide range of service providers across the city, namely government hospitals, family welfare centers, NGO-run clinics, private hospitals as well as unapproved or illegal centers. All these centers offer services to different segments of the population and accordingly vary in terms of the cost and quality of the service. While it could be relatively easier to access abortion facility via a private service provider, the cost of its service is usually found much higher than that of a public hospital.
