Place 5 identities on a scale of likelihood of getting access to abortion and also give rationale for the same.
In India, one's identity – caste, class, gender, religion, place of origin, etc. – plays an essential in getting access to abortion services. While for an upper-class married woman from urban areas would find it much easier to seek abortion, the same for a teenage girl in a rural setting would not so easy. As there is barrier of stigma abortion present around abortion, the identities of people, or where they come from, adds another barrier in the access to abortion. On a scale of 1 to 10 about the likelihood of getting access to abortion, some identities can be placed as follows:
• Unmarried woman - 5/10
The reason that an unmarried woman has it harder in getting access to abortion is the prevalent notion of premarital sex being a sin, an immoral act. This results in shaming and ostracizing of an unmarried pregnant woman. Furthermore, they are met with judgmental medical treatment on the part of service providers. 
• Teenager - 4/10
It is even harder for a teenager to access abortion services. Firstly, due to the mandatory reporting procedure of the POCSO Act, teenagers are often denied abortion services from the service providers. 
• Upper-class woman 8/10
Clearly, with wealth a pregnant person has higher chances of easy access to abortion in private facilities, while for person from lower-class, they may not afford the same facility by a private hospital. Hence, for a person from upper class, there's no worry of cost, which gives them a relatively easier access.
• Transwoman - 3/10
Our society is highly transphobic, so are the laws. The language used is the MTP Act is exclusionary and does not include people who do not identify themselves as women. So, for trans, non-binary and intersex people, the access to abortion service becomes extremely. 
• Married cis woman - 7/10
The idea of normal is "married" and "cisgender." When it comes to abortion, it comes in practice. Pregnant person, who is a married cis woman, would be considered as a "normal" client for seeking abortion service. Hence, she is much unlikely to be denied the service.
