1.Explain why myths and misconceptions about abortions are dangerous.

-Myths and misconceptions around abortions are dangerous as they prevent people from making an informed decision on whether they want an abortion or not and added with lack of awareness, they also create a lot of obstacles in accessibility to safe abortion services. People can also try to perform abortion on their own or with the help of quacks which might turn out badly and could be dangerous to health and the life of the person.  

2.Most of the myths and misconceptions about abortion are based on which concerns?

-In the Indian context, the myths and misconceptions around abortion are based mainly on morality and legal concerns. A lot of times people think abortions are illegal because of PNPCNDT Act that criminalizes sex determination and not abortion. There’s also the misconception that only a particular type i.e. immoral modern women go under abortion.

3.Which misconception about abortion can cause serious physical harm?

-Misconceptions regarding the procedure can cause serious physical harm as when done without the supervision of a trained service provider, there could be cases of incomplete abortion or any complications can arise that can cause serious physical harm. 
However, most misconceptions have somewhere the capacity to cause serious physical harm. For instance, misconceptions around legality or morality may prevent someone from getting required services at time or can cause serious mental and psychological trauma. All of which could affect the physical health severely.

4.Under what circumstances can abortion cause infertility?

-Abortions when not carried out properly, wrong medication or wrong method of surgery can harm the uterus and could have a negative effect on the fertility but in particular abortion does not have any correlation with fertility as such.



5.Abortions can lead to cancer. True or false.

-False.

-The internalized and perceived stigma around abortion often causes a lot of trauma and stress for the person seeking abortion. Added with it the logistical concerns, financial burden and the fear of very procedure of abortion itself also add a lot to the stress. 
Individually, proper counseling and a strong support system of family and friends could help minimize the stress but socially, better awareness, more acceptance and smoother and comprehensive public services could help it.
