
1) Can you think of any examples of advocacy that you have seen? 
Ans) Yes, during the year 2012 when I was studying at Jesus and Mary college, I was doing B.EL.ED from there and at that time I was in my second year. Our classes usually ended around 4: 30 pm that was quite late as it was an embassy area and mostly deserted as very people can be seen in summers and almost no people during winters. Our department and psychology department was the one to leave college in the evening. From college till bus stop (Satya Niketan) it was almost 15 mins by walk and auto use to charge 20 Rs per head, so most girls preferred walking. Many of us noticed that a man uses to park his car on the side and use to ask for address from girls and when they stop to tell him he uses to show his private part to them. He keeps his pants unzipped. When these incidents kept on repeating, we decided to talk to our then HOD Sushmita mam who told us to talk to principal mam who use to teach us chemistry at that time. So, some of the girls after class told sister Marina about the things happening around the college. She then took action and 2 police vans were located around college after 1 pm. 

2)	Can you identify the issue, decision-makers, arguments, and advocacy activity in the example provided by you?
Ans) yes, I think I can identify the issue – the issue was of young girls feeling unsafe because of some men making unacceptable gestures without being asked. 
Decision-makers were the college head who can take strict action against them.
The argument was to prove the point that what the girls were saying was actually correct. It was only done because all the departments came along and asked for strict action.
I think the girls and the teachers which came along to argue for the safety of young girls and created awareness so that the other departments can join and talk about the issue. 

3)	Do you think they were effective? Elaborate.  
Ans) yes, they were effective. The girls discussed the issue amongst themselves and then a few of them had friends from other departments from where we got to know that it was not the problem that only we are facing but other girls are also facing this as a major problem. Then a group of them contacted the HOD and she discussed this in the staff room from were many teachers from other departments ensured that they will ask their students about this. And then only the decision was taken by the principal mam.
 

4)	What issues would you like to advocate on? What type of advocacy would you like to do (i.e policy, public, legal, media, budgetary or political)?
Ans) I would like to advocate for the mental health of married women and the mental abuse of married women. I would like to use public and media types of advocacy.
