While medical termination of pregnancy has been legalised in both India and USA, there are nuances in this legislation which are crucial features in understanding how far the abortion law has evolved. With respect to India is seeing an increase in progressive legislation but again there are flaws within the clauses of this legislation which need to be imperatively studied.  In India in1860, the International Criminal Court (IPC) adopted a punishing inherent approach. The parts of the IPC dealing with abortion penalise purposeful abortion, with the sole exemption being when the mother's life is in danger. There seemed to be no mention of an abortion result of rape or contraceptives failure. It also doesn't take mental health into account while deciding whether or not to get an abortion.   However, as time passed, the country became more considerate of such limitations. As a result, it was considered that abortions should be permitted in certain instances. The MTP Act aimed to allow for the termination of a pregnancy only in the following circumstances: 1.the pregnancy could affect the woman's mental and physical health; or 2.the foetus could be born with major physical or mental defects. Furthermore, the 2020 Amendment concentrates on women's privacy and proposes to extend the gestation period to 24 weeks, taking into account technical advancements in abortion. Though rules evolve throughout time, they should be updated as well. The MTP Act has been updated periodically, and the IPC provisions dealing with abortion should be changed as well, taking into account recent social and technological advances. Abortion regulations will be strengthened as a result of this.
In regard to medical termination of pregnancy in the United States, every state has its unique set of laws, and abortion is no exception. In Roe v. Wade, the United States Supreme Court attempted for the first time to address the conflicting interests at the heart of the abortion controversy. The case involved a legal challenge to a Texas statute that made all abortions illegal, except those that were necessary to preserve the mother's life. Following the Roe v. Wade decision, the general trend in the United States has been to prioritise human liberty and independence, as well as the related right to privacy, over national interests.Although the Supreme Court decided in Roe that there is no absolute right to privacy, it also recognised that this right is a fundamental one, clearing the way for government rules relating to abortion to be reviewed more carefully.It is vital to remember,  that the laws do not cover abortions caused by rape or incest. 
Even in this day and age, the United States, one of the most progressive countries on the planet, does not allow women to legally abort their children if they become pregnant as a result of rape or incest. Furthermore, only a few states in the United States consider a pregnant woman's mental illness when deciding whether or not to terminate her baby. Georgia's abortion law, one  aspect of it is that it includes protections that shield doctors from criminal liability for unplanned or accidental abortions, as well as any injury given to an unborn child unintentionally or accidently. Since genuine accidents do occur, such a clause is necessary, and doctors should not be held criminally liable for them. By creating the trimester framework, the Court attempted to reconcile state interests with the right to reproductive autonomy. The state may restrict abortion after the viability period has passed, unless it is required to protect maternal health.
 
 The abortion regulations in the United States are tight and restrictive because the government prioritises the rights of the unborn child while ignoring mental health issues and other body  integrity concerns.Though the United States was the first to declare abortion to be a part of a woman's "zone of privacy" with the Roe vs Wade decision, India recognised a woman's right to abortion as part of her right to personal liberty under Article 21 years later. India was faster to consider the role of females to give birth and raise a child out of an unintended pregnancy, as well as the life of the prenatal child. However it can be observed that countries view abortion in a right based approach and not in a need based approach which becomes imperative considering the choice and agency of women. There is hence need to educate the legislators and the judiciary about the idea that reproductive choices are personal choices with which the state should not meddle lightly is also important.
