In the global context, more so in the Indian context, a lot many myths surround over abortion. Even if there is accessibility to abortion services, these myths and misconceptions become another set of barriers for people who get pregnant. A commonly hold misconception is that those who opt for abortions were either irresponsible or that they are promiscuous or selfish. This viewpoint rather oversimplifies what people facing unwanted/unplanned pregnancies might be facing. Moreover, people from all aspects of life can and experience unwanted pregnancies. A study conducted by the Guttmacher Institute reveals that between the years 2015 and 2019, roughly 121 million unintended pregnancies occurred each year around the world, of which 61% ended in abortion. People are not always in positions where they can consent to sex and even after using contraception people might get pregnant. The idea of a person especially a woman opting for abortion as promiscuous furthers the idea of a ‘good’ and a ‘bad’ woman and stigmatizes sex. Especially in the Indian context even with a 139 billion population, the idea of sex being bad is inherently intertwined in our culture. Women who seek abortion then are often judged for having pre-marriage sex or for being selfish and not motherly-like if they opt for abortions after marriage. No questions befall on the men or partners of the said women and this further stigmatizes abortion. Procreation might not always be the reasons why people have sex and therefore these binaries are harmful towards making it easier for them to access safe abortions.
