A more liberal law on abortion was created since abortion was illegal in the country due to which there was a rise in the number of maternal deaths reported as a result of unsafe abortion practices carried out by people in order to curb unwanted pregnancies. Another reason cited is that the law was created pertaining to the rising population in India.
3. The MTP Act was amended in 2002 to provide better access to women especially in the private Health care sector by decentralisation of the process. Further, stricter penalties were introduced to criminalize abortion conducted by an unqualified or untrained person.
4. A) For undergoing medical abortion, a prescription from a gynaecologist is required. This makes it difficult for women in rural areas to exercise this option. B) that the states have the autonomy to regulate abortion services, they have added layers of non-essential procedures causing administrative delays.
5. The Act still focuses too much on the medical professionals rather than individuals undergoing the process. It needs to follow a rights-based approach, acknowledging a woman’s autonomy over her body. It surely has made the process easier for medical professionals or health care facilities providing the facility but not really for the pregnant persons who should be the ones focused upon.
