1. True. 
2. The main motivation behind creating this liberal law was population control and family planning.
3. The MTP Act 1971, was amended in 2002 to facilitate better implementation and increase access for women especially in the private health sector.
4. Some gaps in MTP: It is not rights-based and does not recognise agency of individual beings. The law is in point of view of a heteronormative patriarchal understanding of family and does not recognise reproductive autonomy. MTP does not recognise abortion at will for any stage of the pregnancy. The framework of the Act is ableist and paternalistic. 
5. The Act can be improved by being more inclusive in terms of language and implementation. The Act should widen its provider base and allow mid-level provisions by AYUSH practitioners, staff nurses, medical officers and auxiliary nurse/midwives. The Act should include transgender, intersex and gender-diverse persons. It should be rights-based and within a framework of autonomy and self-determination.
