One of the common myths about abortion in my community is that it is seeked only by women who come to know about some abnormalities in the foetus. This is a common misconception that abortion is only thought of when a medical cause or issue is present which can prove to be fatal to the mother/ pregnant person or the child or both. Some most common and neglected reasons for abortion of a foetus can be financial issues as well. There can be a couple in a country who are unable to find themselves in a financial state where they could raise a child. There may be some other issues such as contraceptive failure resulting in an unwanted pregnancy. There may also be the causation of a pregnancy due to crimes against humanity such as rape and/ or sexual assault. Conditions like these are necessary to be considered when making laws regarding rights to abortion for pregnant persons.  Not only this, but these factors should be kept in mind so that myths and misconceptions regarding abortion and topics surrounding it can be addressed well by the society. This will not only educate people, but also inform them to disseminate correct information to other people around them.
