1. Because a right based approach won’t be a pro service provider approach but it would rather seek to support the pregnant person. Also a right based approach won’t be influenced by religious or social opinions. 
2. Discourses around abortion are often linked with family planning, therefore it is also assumed that only married women are engaged in sexual intercourse and therefore are the target audience for family planning measures and contraceptives. This affects all individuals who might not identify as a married woman or conform to any of the other acceptable societal categories and expectations. Social and religious sentiments play a huge role in the implementation of any law related to abortions and also hampers in formulation of laws as can be seen with IPC and MTP.
3. Motherhood is considered a sacred role and is expected of every female, whether they identify as one or not.

4. When it comes to abortions, the stigma around it prevents people from accessing safe services and forces them to resort to unconventional measures to prevent scrutiny. This often has negative consequences. The patriarchal structure often denies the female body any agency and the autonomy to make any decisions. This is most evident in the mother vs the unborn foetus rights discourse. The abortion service providers can sometimes hold social prejudices and cultural biases too. This informs the way they provide the service and often stigmatise the individuals who come seeking the service. This is really dangerous as this denies the individuals the right to safe abortion services, which should be considered a basic health care right.
5. When an unmarried individual seeks an abortion, they are bound to ace several restrictions and problems. They might also have to pay more for the services and medication than married individuals. The root of all this can be traced to the expectations that society has imposed on the female body.
