Q. Place 5 identities on a scale of likelihood of getting access to a safe abortion and also give your rationale for the same [100-200 words].
I believe a cis-het married woman belonging to an upper caste and class might have the highest likelihood of getting access to a safe abortion, given the hegemonic identities. 
However, as we account for other non-hegemonic intersectional identities, as mentioned below, the chances of an individual accessing safe abortion declines drastically.  
1. Age: pregnant minor person –
The intersection of MTP and POCSO Acts places the safety of minors in jeopardy as both take away the right to bodily integrity from the individuals. POCSO criminalises consensual sexual acts among individuals below 18 whereas MTP requires guardian’s consent to seek abortion services 

2. Caste: Many provisions under MTP are to be offered by medical practitioners in good faith. In a society like India where casteism is institutionalised and pervasive, the inherent biases will result in practitioners discriminating and denying persons from DBA communities their right to seek abortion  

3. Rural: MTP mandates medical/surgical abortion only by medical practitioners/health facilities recognised by government authorities. However the limited provider base for abortion, especially in rural areas, places those living in rural areas at a severe disadvantage. 

4. Persons with Disability/mental health issues: People with disability and mental health issues are routinely infantilised and/or dehumanised by society. This is also reflected in th Act which questions their decision-making capacity and fails to recognise the reproductive autonomy as being at par with other. 
Moreover, the lack of systemic provisions for individuals with disabilities result in physical and informational barriers to access abortion services. 

5. Unmarried women/Queer persons: MTP is highly patriarchal and heteronormative, requiring pregnant person to indicate their relations with a ‘partner’ and does not use gender neutral language/does not recognise the spectrum of gender identities.
