Please answer the following questions in 50-70 words. 

1. Explain why myths and misconceptions about abortions are dangerous.
· Myths and misconceptions are dangerous as they influence community knowledge and public opinion on the issue by perpetuating stigma and fear about the procedure, abortion seekers and providers. As a result individuals, communities and institutions are distanced from factual information about the service leading to unsafe pathways for abortions and prevents people who actually need the service from accessing it safely.  
2. Most of the myths and misconceptions about abortion are based on which concerns
· Most myths and misconceptions around abortion are based on the repercussions of the procedure itself; such as long term mental and physical health issues at the individual level and  increased use of abortion services at the societal level 
3. Which misconception about abortion can cause serious physical harm?
· The misconception that insertion of sharp objects like twigs or hangers will result in safe abortion
While this may result in abortion, it is certainly not the safest method of abortion and could lead to uterine rupture or infections. 
4. Under what circumstances can abortion cause infertility? 
· if abortion is performed by an unqualified practitioner or conducted in an unsafe manner, it can lead to infections and eventually affect fertility. 
5. What are the causes of stress and trauma for people seeking abortions and how can stress and trauma be minimised?
· Although the procedure of abortion is not inherently traumatic, the stigma attached to it and concerns relating to safety of the procedure cause stress for people seeking abortion. 
· Such stress and trauma can be addressed and mitigated if the messaging around abortion is factual in nature, if people support one’s right to bodily integrity and if there is access to safe SRH services
6. Abortions are sought mostly by young and unmarried women. True or False?
· False. Seeking abortion services is not tied to one’s age or marital status. All kinds of individuals, across the average fertility period (12 to 50 years of age) experience pregnancy and abortion and in fact a majority of individuals seeking abortion are mothers. 
7. Only Cis-gendered women can become pregnant. True or False?
· False. Trans men and non-binary folks can also become pregnant
