1. Explain why myths and misconceptions about abortions are dangerous.
Unsafe abortion remains a major problem even after abortion has been legalized. Some various myths and misconceptions lead women to unsafe abortion methods. No one can guess or know why a person might face an unwanted pregnancy. The need for abortion can be attributed to the lack of contraception (eg, broken condoms, pregnancy despite taking pills, etc.), lack of access to accurate information on reproductive and sexual health, accessible and affordable due to lack of access to contraceptive methods or sexual assault. People with an unwanted pregnancy have the right to access high-quality reproductive health care services such as abortion and many more. The myth that people who choose the abortion have to do so because they are too liberal and/or irresponsible is oversimplified and leads to an unintentional pregnancy. All types of people with different backgrounds experience unwanted pregnancies. There is not always a method of contraception that is 100% effective, and not always everyone can agree to have sex.
2. Most of the myths and misconceptions about abortion are based on which concerns?
To control female sexuality, dichotomy of good vs bad women, discouraging family planning, etc.
3. Which misconception about abortion can cause serious physical harm?
Myth: They were irresponsible / indiscriminate and paid for their mistakes and bad behavior.

4. Under what circumstances can abortion cause infertility?

Severe uterine injuries, bowel injuries, and serious infections are common complications of illegal abortion that can affect future childbirth by scarring the uterus or fallopian tubes. Women who need a hysterectomy to treat unsafe abortion complications also lose the chance of giving birth or fertility.
5. What are the causes of stress and trauma for people seeking abortions and how can stress and trauma be minimised?
For whatever reason, the emotional response to termination varies from relief, calm, happiness to sadness, loss, and regret, depending on the individual's circumstances. If negative emotions persist severely, they can be a sign of depression. For many, abortion is a stressful life event. It is not uncommon to experience a variety of psychological and emotional reactions. Some are reassured that they have made the right choices and have taken action to resolve difficult situations, while others experience a variety of negative emotions.

Religious beliefs, relationship issues, and social stigmas can make life more difficult, especially if it means the person has no one to talk to about what went wrong or happened. Anyone struggling after termination may find to seek help from family, friends, or a community. It can help prevent feelings of grief and sadness from turning into depression. When depression occurs, it is in a treatable condition. Treatment may include support, from a community group or health worker, counseling, including cognitive-behavioral therapy (CBT), medication, such as antidepressants.
6. Abortions are sought mostly by young and unmarried women. True or False?
Teenage/young pregnancy is a global problem that occurs in high-income, middle-income, and low-income countries. But globally, teenage pregnancies in communities left out of society are more common, often caused by poverty and lack of education and employment opportunities. Adolescent girls trying to avoid pregnancy may not be able to do so due to a lack of knowledge and misunderstandings about where to get and how to use contraceptive methods.

Adolescents face challenges and barriers to contraception based on age or marital status, prejudice by healthcare professionals, and/or knowledge, transportation, and financial issues. In addition, adolescents may lack the ability or autonomy to ensure accurate and consistent use of contraceptive methods. At least 10 million unwanted pregnancies occur each year in adolescent girls aged 15 to 19 in developing regions.
7. Only Cis-gendered women can become pregnant. True or False?

False. When it comes to reproduction, reproductive rights, and gynecological health, transgender people deserve the same comprehensive and active care as cisgender people. The initial desire to get married or have a family is common, and while some consider "modern" families to be precious, many struggles to make room for same-sex parents in a heterosexual world. 

For transgender and non-binary people, the most difficult part of pregnancy is not being able to develop a healthy baby. It convinces people of what they can do. Many people who identify whether they are male or female have the reproductive organs needed to carry their children. There are also new technologies that allow women/men individuals to have children.
