For improper abortions and abortions performed without the agreement of the carrying female, the IPC adopts a proactive measure. It also uses the term "miscarriage" instead of "abortion." The Code has no provision for legally aborting unintended pregnancies or pregnancy resulting from a serious crime such as rape. Abortion is dealt with under sections 312, 313, and 316.  Abortion has long been the subject of a social vs. legal debate. This fight is still going on. Even in the middle of such a tense stalemate, the country is seeing progressively progressive abortion legislation. The abortion regulations are being lightened with each modification or judgement announced to actively consider the female's position and right to abortion.  To begin with, the IPC chose an inherent punishment strategy in 1860. The parts of the IPC dealing with abortion penalise purposeful abortion, with the only exception being when the mother's life is at risk. There is no mention of an abortion induced by rape or contraceptive failure. It also doesn't take mental health into account while deciding whether or not to get an abortion. However, as time passed, the country became more considerate of such constraints. The MTP Act considers the psychological effects of carrying an undesired child. Furthermore, the 2020 Amendment focuses on women's privacy and proposes to extend the gestation period to 24 weeks, considering technical advancements in abortion. This demonstrates that the rules are progressive and take into consideration all current advances to give better abortion facilities. Though rules evolve throughout time, they should be updated as well. The MTP Act has been amended from time to time, and the IPC sections dealing with abortion should be amended as well, considering recent social and technological developments. Abortion regulations will be strengthened because of this. 
The states in the United States have abortion regulations that are like those stated in India. Prior to the landmark Roe vs. Wade decision, states in the United States had highly severe abortion laws that prohibited women from aborting their pregnancies unless the pregnancy was posing a substantial health danger to the mother. The Roe vs. Wade decision helped to alleviate this. It provided females more rights to terminate their pregnancy by placing the right to abortion inside the 'zone of privacy.' It is vital to remember, however, that the regulations do not cover abortions caused by rape or incest. Even in this day and age, the United States, one of the most progressive countries on the planet, does not allow women to legally abort their children if they become pregnant as a result of rape or incest. Furthermore, only a few states in the United States consider a pregnant woman's mental condition when deciding whether or not to terminate her baby. The physical and psychological consequences of sustaining an undesired pregnancy are also ignored. One positive aspect of Georgia's abortion legislation is that it includes protections that shield doctors from criminal liability for unplanned or accidental abortions, as well as any injury given to an unborn child inadvertently or accidently. Since actual accidents do occur, such a clause is necessary, and doctors should not be held criminally liable for them. 
This comparison reveals that Indian abortion regulations are far more progressive than those in the United States. Though the United States was the first to declare abortion to be a part of a woman's 'zone of privacy' with the Roe vs Wade decision, India recognized a woman's right to abortion as part of her right to personal liberty under Article 21 years later. India was quick to consider the position of females to give birth and raise a child out of an unwanted pregnancy while also considering the life of the prenatal child. It is crucial to highlight that, even in this day and age, when governments are working hard to create and establish an environment that is fair to women, enacting strict abortion laws that limit women's rights does not reflect well on the country.
